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Letter from the Pastor  
 
Dear parishioners: 
 
There is a verse from a popular ballad called Autumn Leaves which reads: 
 

 Since you went away the days grow long 
 And soon I will hear Old winterôs song 
 But I miss you most of all my darling 

 When Autumn leaves start to fall. 
 

This song and todayôs readings put us in the mood of November. During this month we celebrate All Saints 
Day and All Souls Day.  We recall our loved ones who have gone before us.  We pray for them and for all 
those who have died.  And we miss them. 
 
Our scriptures today remind us that death and the afterlife are not about that which will be, but rather that 
which is -- right now.  Right now we live in the presence of God and while in this life we celebrate the 
salvation won for us by Christ through his death.  Our participation in the Eucharist is itself an act of faith 
reflecting our belief in the eternal banquet for which we long. 
 
Fall is a time that could be sad if not for our faith.  While our human emotions of loss, grief and loneliness are 
healthy and natural we also believe that our loved ones are with God, all is well with them, and our hope is 
name of the same Lord, creator of heaven and earth.  As the autumn leaves fall and the trees appear to be 
dead, we know that come the spring they will be fully alive.  As pilgrims on our journey to our Heavenly 
Jerusalem let us remember with thanksgiving those who have gone before us and now dance in the halls of 
heaven and dine at the banquet table of our Lord.
