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REFLECTING ON GOD’S WORD

By the time Mary Ellen discovered her business
manager’s thievery, he had charged ten thousand
dollars of personal items on the corporate credit
card. It was a slap in the face that left her feeling
angry, deceived, betrayed. Knowing that Chuck’s
extended family was in financial trouble only made
things harder. Didn’t he know he could come to her
for help? Rather than press criminal charges, Mary
Ellen decided to ask for Chuck’s resignation and
two hundred dollars per month until the “debt” was
paid. She knew she’d made the right decision when
Chuck sobbed, “I was wrong. I’'m so sorry. I’ll pay
back every cent.”

In our culture such mercy is considered foolish and
stupid. From lawsuits to the death penalty, from
violence in our schools to gang wars, revenge seems
to be our operating principle. Not so in these
scriptures. Instead they urge: “Love your enemies,”
“Be merciful, just as your Father is merciful,” “Bear
the image of the heavenly one”—Jesus. In short, we
are to ask and to do what Jesus would do.

TREASURES FORM OUR TRADITION

When the Roman Empire tumned a favorable ¢ye
toward the once-persecuted Christians, among the effects
was a population ¢xplosion in the baptismal font, as
Christian svmpathizers stepped from the shadows. With
more and more people becoming Christians, laws were
passed to protect Sunday as a work-free day. Soon, it
became possible to celebrate Mass later in the moming,
rather than the older custom of gathering before dawn to
celebrate Eucharist, Amazingly, despite the increasing
numbers of Christians, there was great resistance to
adding to the number of worship cvents; the Eucharst
that began as a few friends around a table soon was
transformed into a more formal cvent with throngs
crowding a large hall. All the Christians in a city or town
would gather around the bishop for the one Sunday
Eucharist, and only when the crowds became
unmanageable was there an impulse to divide the
assembly bv splitting off a new bishop and flock.

Now, sixteen hundred vears later, many parishes see a
need to trim or combine Mass schedules. This is otten
seen as tough surgery. Yet our forebears in the faith
would see it as a gain: a filling up of the Eucharist with a

large and vigorous assembly, a fullncss of ministry, an
opportunity to make the Church more fully visible and

stronger for service.
