My dear parishioners,

Today is the 28th Sunday in Ordinary Time as we gather to celebrate the Lord’s Day. We come with thanksgiving
“Remember(ing) Jesus Christ, raised from the dead, a descendant of David...”, as today’s second lection reminds us. The
gift of Jesus is cause for our joy and gratitude.
