My sisters and brothers in Christ, 

   God calls each of us to a life of discipleship. 

   In todayôs Gospel we heard the words, ñThe twelve drove out many demons, and they anointed with oil many who were sick and cured 
them.ò 

   Jesus told his apostles to take only the clothes.  They had no need of food or any of the extra baggage we would want to take with us on a 
journey! 

   The sending out of the twelve Apostles was but the beginning of the Churchôs mission to the world.  Down the centuries ordinary people 
have been called in the same way, to win souls for Christ and to gather them into his Church.  If the word of God is to reach all people then 
everyone who hears it must make it known.  The Good News of salvation is not intended to be guarded jealously but to be spread around and 
handed down.  Every baptized Christian is called to accomplish this work of spreading the gospel.  The message of Salvation is offered to all 
but it is not forced on anyone, for it is a personal choice to accept or reject the call of God. 

   Today we have the privilege of responding to Christôs invitation to be fruitful bearers of his Good News.  This invitation to a more dedicated 
life is very challenging and demands that we have a caring heart.  Many of us are left with the feeling that we have nothing much to offer to his 
Kingdom.  Parents should remember that one of the most effective proclamations of the Gospel can be carried out without going over their own 
doorsteps: by rearing their children in the faith and upholding Christian values in their homes.  This is work all families can do, and it involves 
no small effort. 

   Another effective way of proclaiming the Gospel is by the silent witness of a simple life-style.  We forget that the only luggage we can take 
with us as we leave this world is charity.  Christôs work demands total commitment in small things done daily.  He wants all of us to be part of 
his saving mission.  We are his hands by the work we do, his tongue by the words we speak, and his feet by the places and people we visit.
