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OUR PASTORAL MINISTER SCHOOL NEWS 

Quite the Revelation 
Merry Christmas!!  This Sunday is the last day of the Christmas 
season, a day in which we celebrate a unique moment 
recounted in the Scriptures.  In this feast of the Baptism of the 
Lord, we encounter Jesus being baptized by John the Baptist 
(Luke 3:15-16, 21-22).  This is quite the scene!  Let’s take a 
moment to put ourselves into the story: 
 
In your mind’s eye, imagine the banks filled with expectant 
people who wonder if John the Baptist is the long-awaited 
Messiah.  The Jews are a people governed by the Romans—
they live with daily threats from their rulers.  There are 
increasing numbers of people who rebel against the Romans, 
some violently.  There have been many charismatic persons 
who claim to be prophets, or even Christ himself.  It is a time of 
confusion and political unrest.  This is the environment in which 
John the Baptist appears calling for repentance.  He is a strange 
fellow, even by the standards of the religious groups of his day.  
He eats locusts and honey and lives in the desert.  Now, he is 
seen daily preaching and baptizing in the wilderness at the 
Jordon.  And this is no arbitrary place along the Jordon either—
this is the same location where the Israelites crossed into the 
Promised Land after their journey out of Egypt.  None of this 
would have been lost on the people of his day, and it only 
makes sense that they would be wondering if He is the Christ.  
John answers the murmuring in the crowd saying, “I am 
baptizing you with water, but one mightier than I is coming.” 
 
Unbeknownst to the throngs of people, Jesus is already in their 
midst and just like them, has been baptized by John.  During his 
time of prayer afterwards, we get a rare glimpse of all three 
Persons of the Trinity present distinctly and explicitly in the 
Scriptures:  “the Holy Spirit descended upon him in bodily form 
like a dove.  And a voice came from heaven, "You are my 
beloved Son; with you I am well pleased."  Prior to this moment, 
there is no amount of human knowledge, studying or intuition 
that could have figured out that God was triune, or that this 
unremarkable-looking man named Jesus was also God’s 
“beloved Son” and thus Divine Himself.  What would you have 
said if you were standing next to Him at the moment of 
revelation?  What questions would you have for Him?  Would 
you have disbelieved your eyes and ears?  Or would you have 
accepted the gift of Divine faith—a grace we cannot  earn but 
can only be offered through the generosity of God?  These are 
the same questions posed to us today.  Jesus is the Word of 
God, and He is present among us.  Do we recognize Him?  Do 
we ask for the gift of faith so as to be made aware of His 
presence?  What do we want to ask Him?  God truly desires to 
reveal Himself to us and to draw you and I to Himself both now 
and for all eternity.  Now that is quite the revelation!
