My dear Parishioners, 

 

As we enjoy this extended holiday weekend, we can’t escape 

the obvious:  this Sunday we celebrate the feast of the Most 

Blessed Trinity followed immediately by the national holiday 

of Memorial Day.  Notice the bonding—The Most Blessed 

Trinity, Father, Son, and Holy Spirit, united inseparably and 

eternally in a dynamic of self-giving love;  Memorial Day, 

honoring our deceased veterans, those who offered  their 

lives in self-giving love for their country, for us!  The life of 

the Blessed Trinity is the divine model for and  maker of  all 

authentic human relationships; it calls us as children of a 

triune God to reflect that love in our lives.  The veterans’ 

offering of their lives for the rest of us is a human model  of 

self-giving love that challenges and encourages us to emulate 

them in the conduct of our own lives.  Both the feast of the 

Most Blessed Trinity and the observance of Memorial Day 

focus our attention on one vital reality, LOVE, self-giving 

love! 

 

Today we live in a nation that is tragically torn and divided; a 

nation of “them” and “us.”  The division is not simply politi-

cal or cultural, racial, economic or religious.  It is deeper than 

any or all of these.  The root of all our divisions is our sepa-

ration from  God and the consequent denial that we are all 

equally children of God.    

 

What to do?  Where do we start the healing process?  With 

self!  On this feast of the Most Blessed Trinity, do I really 

see myself as a child of the God who loved me into exist-

ence?  Do I see my neighbor (every other human being with-

out exception) equally as a beloved child of God?  If not, 

why? And what must I do about it?  Oh, yes, Memorial Day. 

One question here: Did our veterans who offered their lives 

for us, do so in vain?
