Saint Anthony Mary Claret  
Saint of the Day for October 24                                                                                                                                          
(December 23, 1807 ï October 24, 1870 )                                                                                                                                       

The ñspiritual father of Cubaò was a mis-
sionary, religious founder, social reformer, 
queenôs chaplain, writer and publisher, 
archbishop, and refugee. He was a Spaniard 
whose work took him to the Canary Is-
lands, Cuba, Madrid, Paris, and to the First 
Vatican Council.                                                                                                                                 
In his spare time as weaver and designer in 
the textile mills of Barcelona, Anthony 
learned Latin and printing: The future priest 
and publisher was preparing. Ordained at 
28, he was prevented by ill health from entering religious life as 
a Carthusian or as a Jesuit, but went on to become one of 
Spainôs most popular preachers.                                                                                                                                                                            
Anthony spent 10 years giving popular missions and retreats, 
always placing great emphasis on the Eucharist and devotion to 
the Immaculate Heart of Mary. It was said that his rosary was 
never out of his hand. At age 42, he founded a religious insti-
tute of missionaries beginning with five young priests, known 
today as the Claretians. Anthony was appointed to head the 
much-neglected archdiocese of Santiago in Cuba. He began its 
reform by almost ceaseless preaching and hearing of confes-
sions, and suffered bitter opposition mainly for opposing con-
cubinage and giving instruction to black slaves. A hired assas-
sinïwhose release from prison Anthony had obtainedïslashed 
open his face and wrist. Anthony succeeded in getting the 
would-be assassinôs death sentence commuted to a prison term. 
His solution for the misery of Cubans was family-owned farms 
producing a variety of foods for the familyôs own needs and for 
the market. This invited the enmity of the vested interests who 
wanted everyone to work on a single cash cropðsugar.        
Besides all his religious writings are two books he wrote in 
Cuba, Reflections on Agriculture and Country Delights.                                                                                                                     
He was recalled to Spain for a job he did not relishðbeing 
chaplain for the queen. Anthony went on three conditions: He 
would reside away from the palace; he would come only to hear 
the queenôs confession and instruct the children; and he would 
be exempt from court functions. In the revolution of 1868, he 
fled to Paris with the queenôs party, where he preached to the 
Spanish colony.                                                                                                     
All his life Anthony was interested in the Catholic press. He 
founded the Religious Publishing House, a major Catholic     
publishing venture in Spain, and wrote or published 200 books 
and pamphlets.                                                                                         
At Vatican I, where he was a staunch defender of the doctrine 
of infallibility, Anthony won the admiration of his fellow bish-
ops. Cardinal Gibbons of Baltimore remarked of him, ñThere 
goes a true saint.ò At the age of 63, he died in exile near the 
border of Spain.                                                                                                                                
Reflection: Jesus foretold that those who are truly his            
representatives would suffer the same persecution as he did. 
Besides 14 attempts on his life, Anthony had to undergo such a 
barrage of the ugliest slander that the very name Claret became 
a byword for humiliation and misfortune. The powers of evil do 
not easily give up their prey. No one needs to go looking for 
persecution. All we need to do is be sure we suffer because of 
our genuine faith in Christ, not for our own whims and lack of

Forgiveness Makes You Free!

I just finished watching a marathon of you-tube videos about 
the Rwanda genocide that occurred in April 1994. Close to 
a million people were killed in just 100 days. How could 
neighbors attack and kill neighbors? Seriously, this is exactly 
what occurred. A survivor named Immaculee Ilbagiza--- will 
give you an eyewitness account of how she survived and 
found God in the process. Today she goes about the world 
preaching about the power of forgiveness and reconciliation.   
How does ministering on the streets relate to the ô94 geno-
cide of Rwanda? Well even here in the beautiful streets of 
Houston we hear lots of stories of attacks on the weak: like 
the one of a 55 year old homeless woman being pistol 
whipped unconscious while entering a corner store. Then 
there is Benny, one of the kindest homeless gentlemen we 
know, having his leg broken because he couldnõt produce 2 
dollars he owed to another man. What is a 65 year old man 
going to do with a broken leg? People in the homeless com-
munity are beginning to ask questions. What is going on? 
Why is this happening to us? We donõt have anything!  Iõll tell 
you what is going on. God is going on! There is a scripture 
that states: When the enemy comes in like a flood the spirit 
of the Lord will rise up a standard against him. Isaiah 59:19. 
God is still working. The Breaking Bread Team was there 
to offer not only food and clothing but prayer as well. We will 
all have the opportunity to be hurt by someone. It may be 
even someone close to you like a family member (oppressed 
by a vice of drugs or alcohol), or maybe you are being misun-
derstood by a manager or co-worker where you work. Jesusõ 
instructions to us is to forgive and pray, pray, prayé1st. pray 
without ceasing (1Thes. 5:17), then donõt worry about any-
thing but pray (Phil. 4:6-7), and thereõs my favorite, òpray for 
those who mistreat youó (Luke 6:28). Wow! Sure all this and 
more will continue to take place because we live in a fallen 
world, but when we hit the streets our message is the same 
gospel of forgiveness and love that Immaculee and Jesus 
preach. Forgiveness is a powerful thing. Like I heard a    
woman minister recently say,                         
òForgiveness doesnõt make them rightñit makes you free.ó
