As previously stated, the Leadership Team for each of the churches does not duplicate or replace the Pastoral or Financial Councils, 
but has been created to assure that each of the 10 communities that gather for the weekend Masses at our four churches have a connection with 
the larger parish and are able to provide input with the goal of enhancing the uniqueness of each worshipping community and ensuring stability. 
They hope to be a presence to help the pastor implement the goals developed from the Parish Survey.

Taking a child, he placed it in their midst, and putting his arms around 
it, he said to them, “Whoever receives one child such as this in my 
name, receives me; and whoever receives me, receives not me but 
the One who sent me.”
