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Immaculate Heart of Mary Parish - On ~g Y
February 10, 1935, Immaculate Heart of E 2 .
Mary officially opened its doors as the A
second church parish in the city of
Lafayette established to serve the Black
Catholic community. The parish was
created by Bishop Jeanmard as a ministry
base for four newly ordained African
American priests who were members of /
the Divine Word missionary order: Frs. 7 30O
Anthony  Bourges, SVD; Maurice
Rousseve, SVD; Francis Wade, SVD; angl
Vincent Smith, SVD. Their success at this
parish proved to be a turning point in the
history of Black Catholic Priests in the
United States.
