Twenty First Sunday in Ordinary Time
August 23, 2015

First Reading: Joshua 24:1-2a, 15-7

All of Israel is united under Joshua just as they
were when fighting their various battles. The cove-
nant at Shechem is a renewal of the earlier one of
the people with Yahweh.

Second Reading: Ephesians 5:21-32/5:2a, 25-32
The accepted code of the household in those days
is enhanced by Christian principles. Christ’s lord-
ship over the Church is one of love like that of a
husband for his wife.

Gospel: John 6:60-69

Jesus’ “saying” about the Eucharist proves too
much for some of His disciples, and so He loses
some of them at this point. But Peter, speaking for
the Twelve, makes a beautiful confession of faith to
offset the loss.
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The gregarious, wise and witty archbishop of New
York, Cardinal Timothy Dolan, chose St. Peter’s
question in today’s Gospel excerpt as his motto: “To
whom shall we go?” Knowing that bit of trivia came
into my mind as | pondered today’s original setting
for the question. I'm sure the good cardinal had his
own reasons for the motto choice, but | couldn’t help
thinking how apropos it is for him as archbishop of
New York. Here he is, a spiritual leader of the city
that is acknowledged as the very center of the com-
munications industry for our country, if not the world.
A city where the options for basing one’s outlook on
life are almost without limit, and its bishop is in full
agreement with the first bishop of Rome in declaring
to New York: “You (Jesus) have the words of eternal
life.” The presumption here is “You alone, O Jesus.”

Jesus Himself must have felt buoyed up by Peter’s
answer that day, because just then we are told that
“‘many” of His disciples decided to walk away from
Him. They “returned to their former way of life” as
the Scripture puts it, most likely a pagan one.

What caused the rift? Nothing other than the an-
nouncement of the Holy Eucharist. It was just too
much for them to believe in something so beyond
the power of the senses. They ignored the creden-
tials of the One who announced it. This despite the
marvelous signs they had seen like the wine at

Cana and the walking of the crippled man. One won-

ders what they thought of the raising of Lazarus yet
to come.

For the last several Sundays, we have heard much
about Jesus as the Bread from heaven in John,
chapter six. It is an opportune time for us who have
never walked away from Jesus to reflect on why we
stay. On the meaning of this incomparable Gift. It is
also time to review our practices of respect for this
greatest of the seven Sacraments.

Examen material includes questions like the follow-
ing. Do | come early to Mass so that | can pray and
“get myself in place?” Do | at least arrive on time so
as not disturb those already present, or am | habitu-
ally late? How do | dress? God certainly deserves
my respect in this matter. Do | really pay attention to
the Readings and homily? Do fight distractions? Do |
join in spiritually with the prayers the priest says?

We know we’d be proud to answer Our Lord the
same way St. Peter did were we there at the time.
“Only You, Lord, have the words of eternal life.” But
what will my answer mean tomorrow morning? Or
when my spouse asks me to do something? What
effect will my answer have at this Wednesday’s
meeting? Or when | spend my pay? We have to ask
ourselves things like this all the time, and answer as
we know Jesus would. Good use of time. Guarantee
of a happy eternity. Remember: He who seldom
thinks of heaven is not likely to get there.
